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	Assignment Description

The media can have a profound impact on attitudes and behaviour and much media work is designed to engage with people in specific ways, for example to change the way in which an issue is seen, to promote a cause, to challenge dominant ideologies or to instigate charitable giving. This can be described as social action media. The work produced is not primarily designed for entertainment or profit, but in response to a specific social or political agenda.

The government are about to launch a series of commercials aimed at 16-19 year olds dealing with the issue of Equality and Diversity in the UK called: `Break the Stereotype’. The main aim of this unit will be to plan a thirty second to one minute Commercial that will attempt to challenge traditional views people have of certain groups in society. It should take the form of cheating your audience’s expectations. You will produce a PowerPoint document and present your plan to an audience. You must also ensure that you take the tastes and attitudes of your target audience into account. Remember that because you aren’t actually making this film you are not bound by the limitations of crew, money, location and equipment that you are at college.
