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Within the relevant course, go to the Groups section.





In the left column you’ll see all current groups within the course.


Choose ‘Create group.’





Give your group a name and optionally a description and picture.





Here you can also choose to add an ‘Enrolment key.’ 


Depending on the ‘Availability’ options selected in the course’s settings, this can be required of students before they’re able to view the course page.





Select your new group and choose ‘Add/remove users.’





Select the students you’d like to enrol from the right-hand column of potential members, holding ctrl to select multiple users, or shift to select groups.





Click ‘Add to group’ to transfer these members into the group, then ‘Back to groups’ to return to the groups list.
