	Focus of the visit


	The visit offers help with the strategic development and leadership of a VLE across partnership/consortium areas and within schools and colleges as part of successful promotion and implementation of collaborative learning.

By the end of the visit participants will:

· understand the key issues involved with development of sustainable
provision for innovative approaches to teaching and learning, assessment and reporting using VLEs and web-based software

· be able to upload materials and resources on an exemplar VLE

· be able to construct an action plan for developing teaching and learning
across a partnership and within a school/college using VLEs 
Participants will have the use of computers with internet access in the workshop. It would be useful for participants to bring examples of experience with VLEs from their own or neighbouring schools to the Learning Visit.


	Context
	 The Welwyn Hatfield and East Hertsmere Strategic Area Partnership Group (SAPG) is one of seven local strategic planning areas set up to deliver the 14-19 learner entitlement in accordance with the Hertfordshire strategy. It includes all secondary schools in Welwyn Garden City, Hatfield, Potters Bar and Borehamwood, as well as two special schools, Oaklands College and WBL providers. The area includes two local consortia, one well established in Welwyn Garden City and Hatfield, and one rapidly developing in East Hertsmere. We have successfully developed and supported linked Moodle VLEs in the schools in the SAPG for a range of courses, including KS3, GCSEs, BTECs, Diplomas and Functional Skills.
Our vision commits all learning providers and partners to work together to put the learner first, promoting access to high quality learning opportunities relevant to learner needs, and enabling them to realise their full potential in adult and working life.
