	PARENTAL  ACCESS PRESENTATIONS

2.1      TASC

· A live system linked to SIMS.

· PARS on additional student information database for reports, etc.  Cost of £1,300 p.a with one off £6,390 license.

· Parents can amend personal details, but this is buffered to allow checking by school.

· Only works with SIMS (not CMIS/Facility).

· Works for the whole school if SIMS is used.

2.2       Learning Gateway

· Again a live link with SIMS.

· A more expensive system.

· Although improved recently, the front end is not as user friendly.

2.3     School MI
· Based on current format used by WHC.

· Allows use by all schools as Web based.

· Not live data not linked with SIMS or Facility, although Webanywhere is now a CAPITA partner.

· Will work effectively with Post 16 and collaborative KS4 programmes, but currently not KS3; Schools would need to use another system for parental access.
2.4      Other

· It is an individual school’s responsibility to have parental access.

· There would be no SAPG funding for non-collaborative programmes at KS3 and KS4.

· Recommendation to SAPG Exec was WHC to go with SchoolMI and EHC to use TASC. To be confirmed by consortia
· There may be an additional £3,000 funding for each consortium for parental access.  PP asked if this could be used for administrative support.  To be confirmed.

· RP stated that the QA representatives from both Consortia would agree a reporting framework to take to SAPG.

· Agreed that in the future we should be moving forwards a paperless reporting system.

· Decision regards Parental Access will be taken at SAPG meeting on 27 April.
